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The Sojourner commented 
to me the other day how 
many people did not seem 
to understand that all 
change does not cause chaos 
and confusion. Change does 
include a shifting of the 
gears in one’s life and some 
things may seem awkward or 
unsteady for a time, but 
change is not all bad or cha-
otic. 
 
The Lord brought a picture 
of a boat in the ocean to my 
mind about that time.  I real-
ized that a boat is surrounded 
by the constant motion of 
waves, but it’s not chaotic 
and it (on a clear day) does 
not stop the boat from get-
ting to it’s destination.  Yes, 
the people on the boat do 
have to get their “sea legs” 
so they are accustomed to 
the constant motion of the 
waves around them, but that 
constant motion is part of the 
journey, it does not hinder 
the journey. 
 
Looking in the scriptures we 
see many examples of peo-
ple who had waves of 
change all around them but 
they kept their hearts set on 
our Heavenly Father and the 
boat of their life kept moving 
forward toward the goals 

God had for them despite 
any movement of the waves. 
 
Jacob had numerous changes 
throughout his life (see 
Genesis 27-35).  He was 
loved and favored by his 
mother, later hated by his 
brother, cheated by his fa-
ther-in-law, reunited to his 
brother, lost his favorite son,   
reunited to his favorite son 
and moved to Egypt  and 
was saved from the drought.  
Jacob knew the promise God 
had given his grandfather 
Abraham and the blessing 
that rested on he and his de-
scendants as a result of this 
promise.   
 
Yes, there were waves that 
rocked the boat of Jacob’s 
life, some significant, but 
Jacob kept his faith in God 
and His promise, and God 
kept His promise, and 
Jacob’s life reached the des-
tination God had for it.

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Do you find yourself fo-
cused on a problem[1] 
rather than the solution to 
a problem.  Perhaps the 
solution is not always 
known but must be 
sought.  Do you remem-
ber when you were in 
math class in school and you 
would be given a problem to 
be solved?  Some people en-
joy solving math problems or 
any kind of problem for that 
matter.  Some people, on the 
other hand, do not enjoy 
solving problems and will do 
almost anything to avoid 
dealing with or solving a 
problem. 
 
When we look at the defini-
tion of the word “problem” 
we find a problem is, “a dif-
ficulty that needs to be 
solved.”  If we look at where 
Gideon is found in Judges 6 
you will find Gideon solving 
a problem caused by another, 
bigger, problem.  He was 
simply attempting to make 
flour for food in a wine press 
because of the oppressors 
which invaded the land given

to the Children of Israel.  
Gideon was doing as many 
do.  Many people live 
within a large problem and 
attempt to solve the smaller 
problems occurring within 
the larger problem, often 
suffering unnecessarily due 

to applying their energies 
either with the wrong instru-
ment/weapon or toward the 
wrong problem. 

Problems Happen 
No matter what, there will 
always be problems, or what 
is better called challenges, to 
be solved, dealt with, or 
avoided.  There is not any 
way to completely avoid 
problems.  Some problems 
are beyond a person’s ability 
to solve.  Some problems can 
only be solved corporately 
(“One can put a thousand to 
flight and two can put a 
thousand to flight”[2]).   

Who Through Faith? 
Who through faith?  You 
through faith!  “Me,” you 
say?  Yes, you!  The scrip-
ture says a believer can do 
ALL things through Christ 
who strengthens the Be-

Administered Justice 
The writer of Hebrews talks 
of justice being brought by 
God’s servants.  

Obtained Promises 
The Children of Israel never 
did occupy all the territory 
God had given them.  Be-
lievers need not make the 
same mistake.  We must not 
look at the problem of ob-
taining the promised, as Is-
rael did in the wilderness, 
but the ability of the power 
of God to work in and 
through  we who believe to 
obtain all God has promised. 
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Just so you’ll know:  
Our service is informal.  We 
look to the Holy Spirit of God 
to guide us corporately and 
individually.
