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Have you ever been at a lake 
and watched a boat and/or 
water-skier go by and leave 
a wake of ripples in what 
had been smooth still water.  
The larger or faster the boat, 
the larger the disturbance.   
 
Every person impacts the 
people they encounter in a 
way similar to the boat on 
the water.  They leave a 
“wake” behind them.  How 
the person treats others de-
termines what type of wake 
trails behind them. 
 
 2 When the righteous thrive, 
the people rejoice; when the 
wicked rule, the people groan. 
Proverb 29:2 (NIV) 
 
4 By justice a king gives a 
country stability, but one who is 
greedy for bribes tears it down. 
Proverb 29:4 (NIV) 
 
I realize some may think 
these scriptures speak more 
to rulers than to “regular 
people,”   Well, the scripture 
tells us:  
 
26You are all sons of God 
through faith in Christ Jesus, 
Galatians 3:26 (NIV) 
 
We, as Children of God, are 
part of the family of the 

King of Kings, and have 
a great opportunity to 
impact the people around 

us in a way that brings, not 
only them, but also those 
they impact, closer to Christ. 
 
The more we walk in God’s 
ways, the more our “wake” 
will be full of peace, joy, 
love, kindness, faithfulness, 
patience, and goodness—the 
fruit of the Spirit. [a]   
 
Now and then it is good to 
evaluate ourselves and see 
what is in our wake.  Are the 
people around us brought 
closer to the Lord because of 
our “wake”? This prayerful 
self-evaluation helps us find 
and, through repentance, 
remove any disastrous char-
acteristics we did not realize 
were there and possibly 
causing people to run every 
time we, and our wakes, 
came near them.

All reckoning of time is utilized 
by the Believer and non-
believer alike since there is still 
time.  Time will, as it is said, 
“Run out.” 
 

Out Of Time  
It is fascinating to hear the 
number of people who say they 
have “no time.”  They can’t do 
this or that because they have 
no time.  These are, often, the 
very same people who say they 
have no money.  These are indi-
viduals who actually believe 
they live in lack.  Never mind, 
mind you, each person, assum-
ing they live through the week 
has 168 hours each and every 
week.  All people are equal in 
time, again assuming they live 
through the entire week.  Lack 
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only comes into play with 
time when a person does not 
live out the entire year, 
month, week, or day.  The 
very fact a person is alive 
means they are living in 

God’s grace!  Most people in 
Christian circles know grace to 
be, “unmerited favor.”   
 
When God chose Israel to be 
his people, that was unmerited 
favor.  When God delivered his 
people from bondage in Egypt, 
that was unmerited favor.  
When God sent his only begot-
ten Son into the world to save 
the world, that was unmerited 
favor.  When God draws a per-
son, even you, that is unmerited 
favor.  All this occurs within 
“time!” 
 
Is there actually a shortage of 
time or is there a lack of time 
management?  People often 
drift through life much like a 
leaf on a pond until the new 
watery environment swallows 
them up into oblivion.  The 
challenge is in fact neither a 
lack of time nor perhaps a lack 
of time management but a lack 
of will.  The scripture tells us, 
“God is unwilling that any 
should perish.” 2 Peter 3:9
