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Can you believe it?  We 
have only one more 
month in 2007.  Some 
people are excited to get 
2007 over with and get on to 
the New Year, while some 
others are in a panic to hurry 
up and get everything ac-
complished they had 
planned to do this year. 
 
Consider this:  let’s be ex-
cited through the transition.  
Yes, I understand the desire 
to finish certain things be-
fore the end of the year, but 
getting depressed over what 
is not done does not help 
progress and just adds to 
stress.   
 
6Do not be anxious about any-
thing, but in everything, by 
prayer and petition, with 
thanksgiving, present your re-
quests to God.  7And the peace 
of God, which transcends all 
understanding, will guard your 
hearts and your minds in Christ 
Jesus.  Phil. 4:6-7 (NIV) 
 
16Be joyful always; 17pray con-
tinually; 18give thanks in all 
circumstances, for this is God’s 
will for you in Christ Jesus.      
1 Thes. 5:16-18(NIV) 
 
So as you are doing your 
best to finish out the year 
well, pray about what God 

wants to be a priority in each 
day (also for week, month 
and year)  as well as thank-
ing him  for what he has 
done in and through you. 
 
Mixing the prayerful priori-
tization with gratitude not 
only helps us stay in 
peace—and out of stress—
but also keeps us grounded 
in who we serve and what 
our purpose in life is. 
 
If God reveals something 
that needs done, remember 
that it is Satan who is the 
accuser of the Brethren, not 
God so there is no reason for 
us to join the enemy’s forces 
and beat yourself up for 
places you have fallen short.  
Just gratefully acknowledge 
your error, repent (turn 
around) and do things as 
God wants them done.  Do-
ing this you can finish out 
2007 and enter 2008 with 
joy, peace, and a plan.

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When God blesses 
mankind it is an act of 
grace.[1]  Grace, when 
applied to the Believer, 
reaches far beyond the 
common grace experi-
enced by all people.  Com-
mon grace consists of  the 
environment in which all live 
out their “natural” lives.  All 
and any grace is a gift, an 
unearned gift. 

Prophecy’s Root  
Grace is at the root of proph-
ecy!  Why, because all proph-
ecy is a gift of grace from 
God as one of God’s catego-
ries of communication with 
mankind.  God does not have 
to communicate with man-
kind but does because God is 
love and as such loves his 
creation which he made in his 
own image.  God, from the 
very time of creation commu-
nicated with mankind 

When God Speaks 
God speaks with purpose 
when he speaks.    It is our 
responsibility to listen and 
understand what he is saying.  
It is important to understand 
hearing God is done best with 
a hefty understanding of

scripture.  This type of 
understanding pro-
vides a person with 
some assurance the 
“voice” (not necessar-
ily audible) they are 

hearing is in fact God’s voice 
and not  that of a demonic 
being. 

 Foretelling Events  
Sometimes when God speaks 
to his people  it is to foretell a 
coming event.  This is what 
people usually think of when 
they think of prophecy.  
Prophecy is, however, not 
limited to foretelling.   
 
It is also true when God fore-
tells a matter it does not nec-
essarily involve judgment and 
destruction on his people as a 
form of punishment.  Here 
are some examples of differ-
ent messages he has given to 
people: 
 
 God speaks to Adam in 

the Garden.Genesis 2:16 
 God speaks to Moses.

Exodus 3:4 
 God speaks through 

Moses.Exodus 5:1 

 God speaks to Gideon.

When God Speaks 
When God speaks to a person 
it is a form of prophecy.  
Many people say they have 
never had God speak to them 
yet they are Believers.  Jesus, 
himself, said, “No one can 
come to me unless the father 
who sent me draws him, and 
I will raise him up at the last 
day.”John 6:44 What does this 
mean?  It means if a person 
has truly become a Christian, 
God has spoken to them.  The 
speaking may not have been 
audible, but God did in fact 
speak to them, nonetheless.  
This, alone, is a great help in 
the understanding of God’s 
voice when they hear God 
speak to them because they 
have experience.  All need to 
listen, God may be speaking 
prophetically! 
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Just so you’ll know:  
Our service is informal.  We 
look to the Holy Spirit of God 
to guide us corporately and 
individually.
