The Bible is not so much a
book of do’s and don’ts but a
book of do, do, do! The
whole of the Bible is a book
of God revealing himself to
mankind. The Bible is a book
of revelation. Itis important
to remember that revelation
without harmony with Scrip-
ture may well be revelation
from the adversary. It is nec-
essary to maintain a more than
working knowledge of scrip-
ture and not simply revelation
without Scripture.
